	Peter Gush, Incident Controller from Regional Public Health, says, "Regional Public Health continues to meet all international flights into Wellington for health screening. While in the first week there were two suspect cases resident in Wairarapa they did not test positive for Influenza A and are now out of quarantine. There are no new cases

As of today there are 7 people in isolation in the Greater Wellington region. This is a significant reduction from earlier in the week. .Wairarapa Public Health continue to work with Regional Public Health to monitor the situation. 
New Zealand continues to be in the containment phase of "swine flu" (H1N1 Influenza A) There is currently no evidence of community transmission in NZ. All cases have recently returned from affected areas or are close contacts of cases."
