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	Wairarapa health services have achieved 90% of all the targets set during the first quarter of this financial year according to the latest Ministry of Health report which measure the delivery of both community and hospital health services.

District health board performance is measured by a set of 16 indicators covering a wide range of issues include Maori health, mental health, access to primary care and cancer treatment waiting times.  Overall, Wairarapa was ranked one of the highest of New Zealand’s 21 district health boards for achievement of the 16 performance indicators  
“We are now seeing some real gains in a range of key indicators that show the health of our population is improving,” says Wairarapa DHB chief executive Tracey Adamson. “We are meeting nationally agreed performance indicators and are providing high quality health services to the people of Wairarapa, particularly those who are most disadvantaged.
