Overview:

Te Whare Atawhai is a community mental health provider made up of people with experience of mental illness and they support each other to maintain their wellness. They provide social support and practical skills such as cooking and budgeting. They target a wide range of ages from 20-65 and every day around 40 people pop into the centre to play pool, prepare and share meals and discuss health and social issues such as dealing with landlords and employment and  budgeting concerns.  

Te Whare Atawhai is an integral part of a Wairarapa network of mental health providers which target about 3% of the population who have issues with mental wellbeing. This organization picks up early signs of instability and they are like one big family supporting each other with love and practical advice.
