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Lung Cancer

In New Zealand male lung cancer registrations have been decreasing since the 1980s, while female lung cancer incidence has been stable since the 1990s. Mortality trends for both males and females closely follow those of cancer registrations. However, while male lung cancer mortality rates in European/Others have been decreasing during the 1980s and 1990s, Maori and Pacific rates are increasing.

Lung cancer rates are also increasing among Maori and Pacific females while the rate for European/Other females seems stable. Male lung cancer registrations and mortality are forecast to continue to decrease. Female registrations are forecast to stabilise at current levels, but mortality is forecast to increase slightly by 2012.

Both lung cancer registrations and mortality increase with increasing deprivation for both males and females. Registrations and mortality rates among those living in the most deprived NZDep2001 quintile are approximately three times higher than for those living in the least deprived quintile.
Lung cancer in the Wairarapa is similar to the national rate and following the national trend.
