· Reducing the prevalence and impacts of Chronic conditions

· Reducing the prevalence and impacts of Cancer

· Improving the health status of people affected by Mental illness and addictions

· Improving the health status of Children and Youth

These are the disease and health service areas which most affect people and in which we know we can make the most difference if we do things better.

The final approved plan will influence how health services in Wairarapa are funded and provided over the next five to ten years.
