Here's an update about the MenZB campaign:

"On Monday 23rd May at Masterton Medical the DHB launched  the primary care campaign for the meningococcal B immunisation programme. The school-based programme started last week.  Preschool children and school leavers under 20 will be vaccinated by GPs or nurses at medical centres or community clinics. The vaccinations are free and they need three vaccinations each six weeks apart to be fully protected.   Babies over 6 weeks old can now be vaccinated and it is free.

Parents of preschoolers and young people under 20 should have been sent appointments from their doctors by now.  They need to confirm those appointments -all the medical centres are running clinics on certain days for MenZB vaccinations but if those times don't suit they can make other times to suit.  A Red Cross bus is available to anyone needing free transport to their GPS for their meningococcal vaccinations.  To take up this offer you need to book -ring Red Cross on 0800 924 287.and someone will pick you up and take you to the clinics. "
