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	“We understand the anxiety of Mr Lloyd-Grimwood’s family following the injuries he sustained in a motor vehicle accident. We stabilised, assessed and investigated his injuries in an appropriate and timely manner,” says Mr Alan Shirley, Chief Medical Officer at Wairarapa Hospital.  “Clinically, a comprehensive assessment to determine the extent of any injuries is required prior to transfer. 

“When the decision was made to transfer him to Hutt Hospital our medical staff conferred with medical staff at the Hutt Hospital and it was determined, in the circumstances, that it was acceptable for the patient to be transferred by private car. A registered nurse accompanied the patient to monitor him during the journey. When the patient left Wairarapa Hospital by private car he had been appropriately assessed, investigated, treated, and deemed to be fit for transfer.”
Mr Shirley further states that the Hospital would welcome the opportunity to discuss any further concerns with the patient and his family.
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
