The Positive Regard Trophy was launched almost 3 years ago at Masterton Intermediate School by Lee-Anne Tait, who is their Public Health Nurse.

The award is sponsored by Wairarapa Public Health, Countdown Food Stores and Southend Pharmacy.

This award is given once a term. Staff nominate a pupil from each class to go into the draw. The teachers really enjoy the opportunity to have an outstanding pupil in their class awarded for their effort
Pupils entered have to show good self hygiene, presentation and overall health, as well as positive regard for themselves and others.  Positive regard is about not spreading any “nasties” – in body and spirit, about the school. 
The prize consists of a trophy for a term (Public Health Unit), a basket of health goodies (Southend Pharmacy) and a basket of fruit (Countdown). The pupils enjoy the opportunity to achieve this trophy and these baskets of goodies.
It appears that there has been a marked improvement in body and hand hygiene, along with a reduction in school sores since the positive regard trophy was launched. MIS always promotes a healthy school environment, with respect for others and this trophy helps to uphold the values of the school.
Lee-Anne Tait –Public Health Nurse -feels this is an important award as it doesn’t focus on academic or sporting achievement- but more on being a healthy school citizen, wanting to spread to good health and vibes – positive regard for self and others.
